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s people who contemplate how to spend more minutes on the bike from one week to the next, it is always a 

stunning and painful moment when we learn that one of our own has been hit by a vehicle while riding their bicycle. 
Worse, it is even more tragic when we learn that someone has been not only hit, but killed. 
 
In a twist of heart-wrenching irony, days before the May Ride Of Silence advocacy event, Jay Fretz, a Tempe resident 
and bike commuter was killed by an automobile. The events that have unraveled since then have brought to light even 
more difficulty for Jay’s widow, Angie, and their five-year-old daughter, Anika. In the weeks before his death, Angie 
was diagnosed with breast cancer and is currently undergoing chemotherapy. A mastectomy will follow. Read more

I know you hear this every year, but this year really could be one of the most interesting Tours in years. Despite the 
early nod to Alberto Contador, the organizers have placed plenty of potential obstacles in the way of his cruise to 
victory. 
  
In the first four days, there are courses that could have a significant impact on the race in terms of selection or future 
tactics. And then, there are the mountain stages. Here’s what I see: 
  

A 
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Prologue  – Only six miles, but with several potentially wind-crossed bridges. If there is weather, and if Armstrong or 
other contenders managed to beat Contador in this event, it may send a mental message that could affect tactics in 
later stages. 
Stage 1  – This stage begins by heading south along the ocean front of Holland and Belgium. Wind and weather (if 
present), could put Contador and Andy Schleck at a significant disadvantage. If it happens to be a nice calm, sunny 
day, score points for them and negative points for Armstrong, Wiggins, Leipheimer and Cadel Evans. 
 
Stage 2  – Jens Voigt thinks that this stage could explode the peloton. GC contenders will have to be present, stay out 
of crashes and make it into the important moves. The various Cat 4 and Cat 3 climbs could fracture teams and isolate 
potential contenders. 
 
Stage 3  – The cobbles (the “Pave”) and the potential for mechanicals and crashes make this a dangerous stage. 
Contador has never passed through this terrain on a race, so GC conteners like Armstrong, Wiggins and Evans may 
gain significant time, especially if the weather turns sour. 
 
Mountains  – There are several potentially race-changing stages in the mountains. Most of those will take place on 
Sat/Sun of July 10/11 and July 17/18, but Thursday, July 22, will be the “nail in the coffin” stage…most likely. This is 
the stage to the Col du Tourmalet, which includes two Category #1 climbs before the Hors Category Tourmalet. Any 
GC rider who is not on top form going into this stage will lose serious time…and likely be out of contention for the 
podium in Paris. Aside from Contador, riders such as Lance Armstrong, Levi Leipheimer, the Schleck brothers (Frank 
and Andy) and any other GC contenders will have multiple opportunities in the mountains to lose significant time and 
to “self-eliminate”.  
  
I predict several career-boosting stage wins to non-contenders, and I predict that the more weather that appears the 
more interesting the Tour will be. Since the Tour always produces surprises, I feel comfortable saying that it will again, 
this year. If the end result was: (1) Wiggins, (2) Leipheimer, (3) Frank Schleck, I wouldn’t be in shock. Hopefully, I’d be 
able to explain how it happened, though.

Tid bits...  

Have we traded strength for low weight?  As recreational riders, most of us don't have to ponder that fine line of being 

too light in bodyweight to maintain maximum physcial strength.  But cycling equipment tends to reflect a trickle down 

pattern from the designs intended for racing. The new "hotness" gear on the pro level this year will eventually make 

it's way down stream to the recreational cycling world in coming seasons.  Sometimes that is to our benefit, 

sometimes not so much.  A perfect example of that was demonstrated today with something as simple as a tube.  

Road bike tubes have gotten lighter, with barely any heft to their valve stems.  So small they don't take up much room 

in a pocket or small seat bag.  Cool, right?  Except those light nothing-to-them stems take a delicate touch.  It used to

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be rare to accidently pull the valve out of a tube in the process of airing up a tire, but that is no longer the case.  If 

you're using lightweight tubes, when you go to remove your CO2 or pump from the valve after airing, if there is room 

on the stem, sneak a couple of fingers in and hold the base of the stem while you pull off your gun or pump.  Doing so 

will hopefully leave your stem attached where it belongs, and the air will remain in your tube, as opposed to being let 

free to run loose in the universe.
